ComponentOne IntelliSpell will check the elements you selected and display the errors in a Task List, as shown

below:

The list shows the offending word, whether it is a spelling error or a repeated word, the file, location, and locale

used to perform the check (the default locale is always US English).

Above the list there is a toolbar with buttons for invoking all ComponentOne IntelliSpell commands and a drop-

down list that allows you to filter the list by file.
You have several options for fixing the errors, which are listed below.

Option 1: Document Context Menu




Double-click the item on the list to open the document and move the cursor to the error location (the offending
word will be underlined). You can now fix the error simply by typing directly in the document or by right-clicking
the word and selecting a suggestion from the context-sensitive menu.

Option 2: Task List Context Menu

Right-click the misspelled word under the word column in the task list and select the ComponentOne IntelliSpell
menu item to see a list of suggestions. Pick the appropriate suggestion and the correction will be made for you.

Option 3: ClIntelliSpell Window

Click the Show ClIntelliSpell Window button on the toolbar, or select that option from the context-sensitive
menu where the suggestions are displayed. This will show a tool window that is similar to the spell-checking dialog
boxes in most word processors:

The ComponentOne IntelliSpell dialog box allows you to make corrections by double-clicking the appropriate
suggestion on the list. You can also add words to a custom list, or choose to ignore a word for the current spell-
checking session.

Spell-Checking Options

ComponentOne IntelliSpell is a flexible tool. You can configure it using the Options command (available on the
ComponentOne IntelliSpell menu, toolbars, and Task List). The command shows the ComponentOne

The dialog box is divided into two tabs: Common and Files to check.

First tab: Common

The common tab is divided into the following three sections:

Spell Dictionaries:

This section allows you to set which dictionary to use with an additional multi-language spell-checking option.
Available options include:

Main Dictionary

Selects the default dictionary to use for spell checking your applications. The default dictionary is
American English, but there are 20 other options, including Spanish, French, German, Italian,
Portuguese, Russian, Dutch, and Greek.

User dictionary
Selects the file used to store custom words that should be ignored by the spell checker. You can add words
to the dictionary by clicking the Add button in the ComponentOne IntelliSpell window.

Enable multi-language checking for localized projects

If you check this option, ComponentOne IntelliSpell will automatically switch dictionaries when spell
checking resource files. To create localized projects, set the Localized property on the forms to true, and
then switch the Language property to create resources in as many additional languages as you want.

Spelling Options:




Set spelling options, including:

Ignore...

This section allows you to select types of words that should be skipped, such as words in mixed case, all
uppercase, with numbers, wildcards, or words that look like URLSs or file names. If you select the Ignore
wildcards checkbox you can click on the Edit Wildcards... button to enter wildcard expressions for the
spell-checker to ignore.

Maximum suggestions
This option allows you to select the maximum number of suggestions to display for each misspelled word.
Suggestions appear in context-sensitive menus and also in the ComponentOne IntelliSpell tool window.

Check spelling as you type
Check this checkbox to enable as-you-type spell checking. Misspelled words are underlined with a wavy
underline as you type them.

Break words in MixedCase
This option enables you to split and check words in mixed case such as “SomeWord” or “Some” “Word”.

Break words with underscores
This option enables you to split words with underlines. For example, “Some_Word” -> “Some” “Word”.

Spell-check After Build:

This section allows you to automatically invoke the spell checker after building the project. Available options

include:

Never
Do not automatically spell-check the project after building it.

After every build
Automatically spell-check the project after every build.

After release builds
Spell-check the project automatically after every build that contains the word "Release" in its name.

Determines whether files of this type will be spell-checked.
Xml Files

Spell-checks XML, XAML, and config files. It includes the following sub-items:

e Attributes to check

Determines which XML attributes will have their values spell checked. To add more xml attributes to
check, click the ellipsis button to open the XML A ttributes Editor dialog box. Add the XML
attributes one per line and then click OK.

e Enabled
Determines whether files of this type will be spell-checked.

¢ File Extensions to Check
Determines which file elements will be checked using these settings.
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Suspend and Restore Spell Checking

Some files may contain text that should not be spell-checked. For example, code files may contain code that is
commented out, or strings that are not words, or international text that is not stored in localized resource files.

You may suspend and restore spell checking for entire files or parts of files by including the strings "# c1spell(off)"
and "#clspell(on)" in comments. For example:

/[ this is old code, not real comments, so turn spell checking off
Il #c1spell(off) // suspend spell checking

/[TypeConverter converter = pd.Converter;

/lif (converter.CanConvertFrom(typeof(string)))

Il #c1spell(on) // restore spell checking

/I strings that encode information (not real text)

Il #c1 spell(off) // suspend spell checking

string s1 = "xxxdddddllksss";

string s2 = "xxlldddkkddlls";

Il #c1spell(on) // restore spell checking

The text that is highlighted will not be spell-checked by ComponentOne IntelliSpell.

The same technique works for XML, HTML, and plain text files. Simply surround the text you don't want to spell-
check between "#clspell(off)" and "#clspell(on)". For example:

<?xml version="1.0" encoding="utf -8"?>

Ignore Wildcards Syntax

IntelliSpell uses two wildcard characters: ? and *. The ? is to represent any single character, while the * represents
zero or more of any character. So for example, if you add th* to your wildcard list, any word beginning with a
lowercase "th" will be ignored by IntelliSpell. If you added th? to the wildcard list, then any three letter word
beginning with a lowercase th will be ignored by IntelliSpell; however, in this situation, a four letter word
beginning with th will be checked by IntelliSpell. Also, please note that the wildcard syntax is case sensitive.

Spell-Checking Identifiers

Note: This is a Visual Studio 2008 feature. It is not available in Visual Studio 2005 and is not related in any way to
the ComponentOne IntelliSpell package.

This version of ComponentOne IntelliSpell does not spell-check identifiers such as variable names. This feature
may be added to a future version.
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If you are using Visual Studio 2008, you can use the code analysis tools in Visual Studio to spell-check your
identifiers. To do that:

1. Right-click your project and select Properties.
2. Then click the Code Analysis tab on the left of the page.

You will see a list of "Naming Rules" that includes several spell-checking options, as shown below:

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Select the options you want and close the dialog box.
4. From the Build menu, select the Run Code Analysis option.

Visual Studio spell-checks your identifiers for you. Any errors found will be displayed as warning in the
Visual Studio Error List, as shown below:
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The IntelliSpell control uses up to three dictionaries while checking text:

Main dictionaries: Read-only dictionary that contains the main word list. The US-English version of this
dictionary is built into the control, so there's no need for any additional files.

e User dictionaries: Read-write dictionary used to store words that are correct, but are not part of the main
dictionaries. These files are stored as plain UTF-8 text.
e Custom dictionaries: Any .NET object that implements the ISpellDictionary interface. This allows users

to create their own dictionary classes, using whatever scheme makes sense in their application. A custom
dictionary could, for example, look up words on the Web using a Web service (and then cache them for

speed).
‘Word Lists

The main dictionaries are zip files with a .dct extension. The zip file may contain several word lists, each one
stored as a UTF-8-encoded text file containing lists of valid words. All such entries must have a ".words"
extension. For information on how to add word lists, see the Editing the Contents of the DCT File (page 17) and
Creating a New DCT File (page 18) topics.

Rules

The file may also include a "rules" entry that specifies rules to apply when spell-checking text in the dictionary
language. For example, the French dictionary that ships with C1SpellChecker contains the following entries:

e IgnorePrefix:1'd'j'da'm's'n' qu'
e IgnoreSuffix: 's

These tell the spell checker to ignore some common prefixes and suffixes; they are removed before the word is
checked. For example:
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e l'amour (check 'amour' -> correct)
e l'amuor (check 'amuor' -> incorrect)
e Maxim's (check 'Maxim' -> correct)
e Naxim's (check 'Naxim' -> incorrect)
Prefixes and suffixes not included will be tagged as spelling errors:
e h'amour(check 'h'amour' -> incorrect)

e x'amuor(check 'X'amuor' -> incorrect)

Building and Maintaining Dictionary
Files

The IntelliSpell distribution CD includes a C1SpellChecker Dictionary Editor called C1DictionaryEditor.exe that
allows you to create and maintain dictionary files (.dct). You can use it to add words to the main dictionary or to

create new dictionaries in languages other than English.

The installation utility copies the C1DictionaryEditor.exe program to the ComponentOne directory you specify
during the installation process (by default it installs to the C:\Program Files\ ComponentOne\IntelliSpell\bin
directory). When you run Cl1DictionaryEditor.exe, you will see the following on your screen:

The utility is simple and easy to use. It is used to perform two functions:

e Open existing .dct files and add words or word lists.

e  Create new .dct files.

Editing the Contents of the DCT File

To edit the contents of an existing dictionary file (.dct), complete the following steps:

1. Double-click the C1DictionaryEditor.exe (by default it installs to the C:\Program
Files\ ComponentOne \IntelliSpell\bin directory) to open the C1SpellChecker Dictionary Editor.

2. Click the Open Dictionary button and browse for the .dct file to edit.

Note: You can find a list of .dct files that ship with IntelliSpell located in  C:\Program
Files\Compon entOne \Dictionaries .

Creating a New DCT File

DCT files are simply zip files with one or more word lists. Each word list is an entry in the zip file, and its name
must end with the ".words" extension (otherwise it will be ignored by the IntelliSpell). Each word list is a UTF-8-
encoded text file.

To create a new dictionary file (.dct), complete the following steps:

Double-click the C1DictionaryEditor.exe to open the C1SpellChecker Dictionary Editor.
Click the New Dictionary button. The New Dictionary dialog box appears.
Enter the name of the dictionary (for example, Architecture.dct) and press the Save button.
